JEWELLERY COURSES

Jewellery Skills - 8 Week Course

Commencing Wednesday, 2nd Septemberl, 2009 

This is an intensive course in conventional jewellery making skills and for those people who have attended metal clay courses it is the next stage in developing your jewellery making abilities. It is excellent value for money and ideal for those who do not have the time to commit to a long term college course. During the course we will be teaching traditional metal working skills which will enhance the quality of your work and allow you to finish to a professional standard.  The areas we will be covering are detailed in the attached schedule. You do not need any previous knowledge of jewellery making skills to attend.
Workshops will run on Wednesday afternoons from 2.00 – 5.00 pm.    Each week there will be a talk and demonstration on a technique or topic.  Tools and equipment will be available for students’ use and notes will be provided. Using the skills that they have learnt, students will be encouraged to design and produce a piece of work using traditional metals, PMC or a combination of both.  The cost of the 8 week course is £150.  This includes consumables, such as saw blades, copper, solder and emery papers but does not include the cost of any silver or PMC.  This can be purchased separately or students can use their own supplies.
At the end of the course, students will have an understanding of conventional jewellery making techniques and be confident in carrying out a number of technical processes including use of motorised machinery and equipment.
