JEWELLERY COURSES

AT TOUCHMARK STUDIOS
Intensive Traditional Jewellery Skills

This is an intensive course in conventional jewellery making skills.  For those who have attended metal clay courses it is the next stage in developing your jewellery making abilities, which will enhance the quality of your work and allow you to finish to a professional standard.  It is excellent value for money and ideal for those who do not have the time to commit to a long term college course.  The areas we will be covering are detailed in the attached schedule.  You do not need any knowledge of jewellery making skills to attend, nor do you need to have attended a metal clay class.
The course will run either over 4 weeks from 10am to 5pm each week or over 8 weeks for 3 hours every week. Each week there will be a talk and demonstration on a number of techniques or topics and students will be encouraged to practice the techniques with the materials provided.  Tools and equipment will be available for students’ use and handouts will be available.  The cost of the course is £200.  This includes consumables, such as saw blades, copper, solder and emery papers, sterling silver sheet and a semi-precious stone.  A free half day studio session is also included  which can be booked at the end of the course.  This session can be used to complete any projects or start new work.
At the end of the course, students will have an understanding of conventional jewellery making techniques and be confident in carrying out a number of technical processes including use of motorised machinery and equipment.
On completion of this course, for students who wish to continue working with metals in a supervised environment, the studio is open all day on a Wednesday and Monday  mornings where advice and full use of tools and equipment are available for £10 per session. (pre-booking required).
